Make sure you know how to
recognize a conflict and what to do
If it does:

« Working for or owning a
company in competition with
RPM.

« Hiring a relative or close friend
without disclosing the
relationship.

« A romantic relationship with a
supervisor or subordinate.

If you are aware of any situation that might be perceived as a conflict of
interest, you must disclose it to your manager.
